11. This Application Form must be submitted to the Department at the postal address given below or by delivery 

thereof to the Registry Office of the Department.  
 

 

PROCESS TO BE FOLLOWED: 

a) Prior to submission of an Application Form, the applicant is required to undertake a pre-application public 

participation process in terms of Regulation 8 of the Regulations relating to the procedure to be followed and 

criteria to be considered when determining an appropriate fine in terms of section 24G published in the 

Government Gazette on 20 July 2017, Gazette No 40994, No. R. 698 (“Section 24G Fine Regulations”). 

b) Together with the submission of a section 24G Application Form, the form must include Proof of compliance of 

with Regulation 8 of the Section 24G Fine Regulations, including, but not limited to, proof of the pre-application 

advertisement in a local newspaper and register of I&APs.  

c) The Department will acknowledge receipt of the application (within 14 days) and provide the Applicant / EAP 

with the relevant application reference number to be used in all future correspondence and the application 

public participation processes.  
 

d) Upon receipt of the application, the MEC/Competent Authority may direct the applicant in terms of section 

24G(1)(i-viii) of the NEMA. 

e) In terms of the provisions of section 24G of NEMA, the applicant must pay an administrative fine up to a maximum 

of R5 million before the MEC/Competent Authority decides on the application.   

f) The applicant must within 14 days of receipt of the determination of the quantum of the fine, ensure that all 

registered interested and affected parties are notified of the determination of the quantum of the fine, including 

the reasons and provided with access to the determination.  

g) The administrative fine must be paid within the time period stipulated in the determination. Failure to pay the fine 

within the specified period, will result in the lapse of the application and any partial amounts paid in will not be 

refunded.  

 

h)  Proof of payment of the fine must be submitted to the Department. Upon payment of the administrative fine, the 

MEC/Competent Authority may- 

• refuse to issue an environmental authorisation; or 

• issue an environmental authorisation to such person to continue, conduct or undertake the activity subject to 

such conditions as may be deemed necessary, which environmental authorisation shall only take effect from 

the date on which it has been issued; or 

• direct the applicant to provide further information or take further steps prior to making a decision provided for 

above; 

• together with the above decision the MEC/Competent Authority may direct a person to rehabilitate the 

environment within such time and subject to such conditions as may deem necessary or take any other steps 

necessary under the circumstances. 

 

PLEASE NOTE THE FOLLOWING: 

 

1. Failure to comply with a directive may result in the institution of appropriate legal action as is deemed necessary 

and as provided for in the legislation. 
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2. The submission of an application or the granting of an environmental authorisation shall in no way derogate 

from— 

(a) the environmental management inspector’s or the South African Police Services’ authority to investigate any 

transgression in terms of NEMA or any specific environmental management Act; 

(b) the National Prosecuting Authority’s legal authority to institute any criminal prosecution. 

 

3. If, at any stage after the submission of an application it comes to the attention of the Minister, Minister for mineral 

resources or MEC that the applicant is under criminal investigation for the contravention of or failure to comply 

with section 24F(1) or section 20(b) of the National Environmental Management: Waste Act, 2008 (Act No. 59 of 

2008), the Minister, Minister for mineral resources or MEC may defer a decision to issue an environmental 

authorisation until such time that the investigation is concluded and— 

(a)  the National Prosecuting Authority has decided not to institute prosecution in respect of such contravention 

or failure; 

(b)  the applicant concerned is acquitted or found not guilty after prosecution in respect of such contravention 

or failure has been instituted; or 

(c)  the applicant concerned has been convicted by a court of law of an offence in respect of such 

contravention or failure and the applicant has in respect of the conviction exhausted all the recognised 

legal proceedings pertaining to appeal or review. 

 

4. A person is guilty of an offence if that person: 

 

 -  Prior to submission of a section 24G application: 

o fails, in terms of Regulation 8(1), to place a preliminary advertisement in a local newspaper in 

circulation in the area in which the activity was, or activities were, commenced and on the 

applicant’s website, if any or 

o fails, in terms of Regulation 8(2), to comply with the advertisement requirements set out in Annexure A, 

section D or 

o fails, in terms of Regulation 8(3), to open and maintain a register of interested and affected parties)); 

or 

o fails, in terms of Regulation 8(4), to attach to the application form the register of interested and 

affected parties, which must be included in the report, or form part of the information submitted in 

terms of section 24G(1) of NEMA.  

 

-  Provides incorrect, false or misleading information in any form, including in any document submitted to a  

competent authority in terms of the Section 24G Fine Regulations or omits information that may have an  

influence on the outcome of a recommendation of the fine committee or determination of the competent  

authority.  

 

5. A person convicted of an offence in terms of these Regulations is liable to a fine not exceeding R5 million or to  

imprisonment for a period not exceeding 5 years, and in the case of a second or subsequent conviction to a  

fine not exceeding R10 million or to imprisonment for a period not exceeding 10 years, and in both instances 

to both such fine and such imprisonment.

Portions 17 and 19 of Avontuur 166 later referred to as the “property” were historically used for dairy 

farming.  

 

According to The Vegetation Map of South Africa, Lesotho and Swaziland (Mucina L & Rutherford 

MC, eds, 2006-2018), the vegetation on the property is classified as Garden Route Granite Fynbos. 

This vegetation type is considered Critically Endangered in terms of conservation status. 

 

A more detailed classification and mapping of vegetation (Vlok et al. 2005) identifies the site as 

having mostly Wolwedans Grassy Fynbos, with Wolwe River Fynbos-Forest occurring along the Groot 

Brak River and Floodplain variant within the study area.  

 

The Botanical Impact Assessment dated March 2019 and compiled by Cape Vegetation Surveys 

found that “the property contains some unmapped Southern Cape Afrotemperate Forest (FOz 1:I3) 

with some elements akin to Cape Lowland Freshwater Wetlands (AZf 1) in terms of their species 

composition. No intact Garden Route Granite Fynbos was found to occur within the study area and 

it is unknown whether any remnants survived the following historical transformation for agriculture.”  

 

A small unnamed tributary with several drainage lines, run through the farm in a north to south 

direction before tributing to the Bo-Langvlei. The property contains three dams as a result of the 

unnamed tributary and drainage lines.  When investigating Google Earth historical imagery, it is 

clear to see that the land use remained the same for more than the past 10 years preceding the 

large transformation in 2017. The watercourse area was heavily infested with Alien Invasive Plants/ 

AIPs.

The Botanical Impact Assessment dated March 2019 and compiled by Cape Vegetation Surveys 

found that “the property contains some unmapped Southern Cape Afrotemperate Forest (FOz 1:I3) 

with some elements akin to Cape Lowland Freshwater Wetlands (AZf 1) in terms of their species 

composition. No intact Garden Route Granite Fynbos was found to occur within the study area and 

it is unknown whether any remnants survived the following historical transformation for agriculture.”  

 

Based on the findings of the Botanical  specialist report, the following conditions were noted: 

 

 - the habitat in the study area had been transformed by terracing slopes abutting the watercourse 

banks, 

- realignment of two segments of the main watercourse; and  

- removal of vegetation downstream of water storage dams and further adjacent to the main 

watercourse.   

 

It was found that the study area was densely infested with AIPs invading the coastal forest. 

  

According to the Freshwater Assessment conducted by Everwater, February 2018, it was found that 

the aquatic ecosystem had been seriously modified where a large loss of natural habitat, biota and 

basic ecosystems functions has occurred.

6.3 VEGETATION / GROUNDCOVER MANAGEMENT 
 

(a) Describe any mitigation/management measures that were adopted and the adequacy of these: 

 

The applicant had implemented the following mitigation/management measures thus far: 

 

• Indigenous vegetation was used to stabilise the banks of the unnamed river and prevent 

erosion and sedimentation.  
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• Duckweed was removed from one of the dams and Alien vegetation removal is ongoing. 
 

Apart from the above, specialists have provided the following mitigation/management measures 

that are required to be implemented by the applicant: 

 

1. Freshwater Specialist - Please note that “Dam 2” referred to in this specialist report is named as 

“Dam 1” in this EIR and other specialists reports.  

 

• It is proposed that Dam 2 spillway be redirected to flow down drainage line A when 

overflowing and some sort of release is incorporated into the dam operation rules. 

• According to the Buffer Zone Tool for the Determination of Aquatic Impact Buffers a 30m 

buffer area is proposed for all freshwater features found on site. 

• The whole freshwater system falling within the study area (unnamed stream, drainage lines 

and wetland areas), are to be properly rehabilitated and re-vegetated with appropriate 

vegetation. This is to be done according to a formal rehabilitation plan as prepared by 

botanical or freshwater specialist. 

• A guided alien vegetation removal plan should be followed for removal of the remaining alien 

vegetation on site. 

• The dam capacity of Dam 2 should be calculated in order to determine an EWR (if required) 

which should then be addressed on a practical level. It might be sufficient that the spillway be 

redirected into Drainage line A. 

• All future agricultural practices should be kept outside of the 30m buffer area, and if the dam 

walls of Dam 1 and 3 are to be repaired in future, an EWR should be determined for these as 

well. 

• It is proposed that a River Maintenance and Management Plan be followed for any future 

work in this area. 

 

2. Botanical Specialist  

 

• Rehabilitate the valley bottom wetland and watercourse habitat and minimize impacts on 

ecological processes and ecological infrastructure functioning by an adequate ecological 

setback. Allow for natural flows and prevent erosion. Manage the wetland areas for 

conservation and mitigation of runoff and natural filtration. 

• Prevent the spread of invasive alien plant species from entering or dispersing downstream 

from set aside natural areas. 

• Install contour berms where erosion has occurred to ensure that no new erosion pathways 

are formed and inspect for new arrivals of Black Wattle or other Invasive Alien Species. 

Ensure drainage and runoff is managed to prevent erosion and soil loss, with natural instream 

vegetation retained within watercourses. 

• Utilize remaining stack piles and debris along contours for mitigation against erosion and soil 

loss by wind and water. 

• Install a culvert over the watercourse at the new access track. 

 

A Riparian and Wetland Rehabilitation Plan and a River Maintenance and Management Plan have 

been included in Appendix H.

The property is located within the Quaternary catchment K30D. Freshwater features found on site 

include a small unnamed stream with two associated tributaries/drainage lines and dams, as well a 

broader wetland area associated with the three small streams at the confluence. The unnamed 

stream flows in a southern direction to where it tributes to the Bo-Langlvlei. 

 

The activity commenced in 2017 as the applicant wished to expand his Macadamia orchards and 

provide sufficient water for irrigation of these orchards.

Poor households fall under the low income bracket, which ranges from no income to just over R50 

000 annually (R4 166 per month). An increase in living standards can be evidenced by a rising 

number of households entering the middle and high income brackets. 

 

 
 
Approximately 52 per cent of households in George fall within the low income bracket, of which 

12.5 per cent have no income. A sustained increase in economic growth within the George 

municipal area is needed if the 2030 NDP income target of R110 000 per person per annum is to be 

achieved. 

 

PRIMARY SECTOR 

 

Agriculture, Forestry and Fishing  

 

This industry comprised R535.9 million (or 4.5 per cent) of the Municipality’s GDP in 2015. It displayed 

modest growth of 2.2 per cent for the period 2005 - 2015, but growth has nevertheless contracted in 

the post-recessionary period (the sector experienced contraction of 0.5 per cent over the period 

2010 – 2015). Agriculture, forestry and fishing employed 9.0 per cent of the municipality’s workforce. 

Employment growth over the period 2005 – 2015 has contracted by 2.1 per cent per annum on 

average. Employment picked up significantly after the recession and grew at a rate of 3.4 per cent 

per annum on average since 2010. On net employment, 2 017 jobs have been lost since 2005 - not 

all of the jobs lost prior to and during the recession have been recovered. 

 

The labour force in the primary sector is characterised by a relatively large proportion of low-skilled 

labour. The majority (54.9 per cent or 3 936 workers) of the workforce in agriculture, forestry and 

fishing operate within the low-skill sector, which has experienced a contraction of 2.9 per cent since 

2005, but nevertheless grew by 3.2 per cent per annum over the post-recession period (2010 – 2015). 

The semi-skilled sector employs 1 669 workers and the sector has contracted at a rate of 2.3 per 

cent per annum since 2005, but did experience a notable recovery of 3.7 per cent per annum over 
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the post-recession period term (2010 – 2015). The skilled sector employs the smallest proportion of 

the industry’s workforce (5.7 per cent or 409 workers). This segment has shown robust growth post-

recession (5.4 per cent per annum), with a 0.6 per cent per annum contraction over the long term 

(2005 – 2015). The informal sector makes up 16.2 per cent of the industry’s workforce and was the 

only sector to experience long term growth (albeit marginal) as employment grew by 1.3 per cent 

per annum over the period 2005 – 2015. Informal employment within the agriculture, forestry and 

fishing industry furthermore experienced robust growth of 3.4 per cent per annum since 2010.

As per the biodiversity report compiled by Cape Vegetation Surveys, March 2018:  

 

• The habitat at the receiving environment within the study area is mostly transformed by 

terracing the slopes abutting the watercourse banks and the realignment of two segments of 

the main watercourse. 

• Since the clearance of vegetation and realignment of the main watercourse some 

indigenous fynbos plants and Black Wattle have colonized the terraced slopes flanking the 

main watercourse. 

• The coastal forest or riparian vegetation is still infested with very large individuals and stands 

of Invasive Alien Species. 

• There is a good potential to rehabilitate the valley bottom wetland area if excluded from 

cultivation. 

• The watercourse area needs to be sufficiently buffered from activities and rehabilitated and it 

is recommended that an adequate setback be implemented and revegetated with select 

functional indigenous plants. 

• More than half of the study area has had the vegetation removed mechanically. 

• The activities may have impacts downstream if erosion is unmanaged. 
 

As per the freshwater impact assessment compiled by Everwater Freshwater Consulting Services, 

February 2018 – Please note that “Dam 2” referred to in this specialist report is named as “Dam 1” in 

this EIR and other specialists reports: 

 

• As the expanded dam is considered an in-channel dam of drainage line A, and a large part 

of the unlawful activity took place within the unnamed stream, drainage lines and wetland 

areas the largest impact of these activities was loss of aquatic and terrestrial vegetation at 

the study site. Although these freshwater features were previously heavily infested with alien 

invasive species, they did to some extent still deliver a fair ecological function. Taking into 

account this size of the area, together with the pre-activity state of this freshwater system, the 

overall impact on the loss of habitat is considered to be of Moderate Negative nature. 

• The enlarged storage and re-direction of water would inevitably have led to a 

decrease/cessation in flow downstream of the Dam 2. The large nature of the dam, as well as 

no current water release will have led to the loss of any aquatic system downstream of the 

dam site. A few wetland areas, fed largely by groundwater input, has been identified just 

downstream of Dam 2. As this wetland area is not primarily dependent on overland flow from 

the catchment area, this will have a lower impact. Loss of aquatic vegetation normally 

associated with the larger drainage line has however occurred which has had a larger 

impact. Once again taking into account the size of the section of the stream together with 

above mentioned factors, the impact rising from the change in flow is found to be a Low to 

Moderate Negative impact. 

• With the removal of most of the vegetation in these freshwater features, the excavation of 

stream banks and beds and the type of soils around the site, there has been some erosion, 

sedimentation and contamination of the run-off from these aquatic features and surrounding 

area, which has impacted on the downstream section of the unnamed stream. Impact 

however is not of that proportion that it will impact the Bo-Langvlei further downstream. With 

pioneer vegetation already found along the constructed areas, this impact has already 

decreased and at this stage deemed to be a Moderate Negative Impact. 
 

As per the Hydrology report  compiled by Groundwater Complete, August 2020: 

 

• The project area is located in the coastal rainforest vegetation region in South Africa, 

however most of the catchment has been converted to agricultural land over the years. 

• The catchment receives between 600 – 700 mm/a of rainfall with an average of 630 mm 

calculated from rainfall station K3E003. 
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• One flow measurement was available for calibration of the runoff factor at 15% of rainfall but 

a range of between 10% and 20% was considered. 

• The Toorbos River catchment size is approximately 6.2 km2 in size, while the catchments of 

Dam 1 and Dam 2 are 0.34 km2 and 0.48 km2 respectively. 

• The annual runoff from the Toorbos Catchment was estimated to be approximately 978 000 

m3, while the catchments of Dam 1 and Dam 2 were calculated at 60 000 m3 and 85 000 m3 

respectively. 

• Avontuur 166, Portion 19, currently has a registered water use of 65 000 m3/a with a registered 

allowed storage of 65 000 m3/a. 

 

The impact assessment indicated the following in terms of the Toorbos River catchment: 

 

The combined catchment size of Dam 1 and 2 is less than 1 km2 in size, which represents 

approximately 12% of the Toorbos catchment. 

 

As far as could be determined, there are no other registered users, taking water from the Toorbos 

River downstream of Avontuur. 

 

The following effects were calculated on the Three Lakes area: 

 

• The full catchment area for the Three Lakes is in the order of 175 km2. 

• The combined catchment size for Dam 1 and Dam 2 represents only 0.47 % of the water 

supplying catchment of the Three Lakes. 

 

If the nett effect of the size increase of Dam 1 from 25 000 m3 to 75 000 m3is considered, the effect is 

as follow: 

 

• The action of increasing the size of Dam 1 to 75 000 m3 in size, represents an additional 32 000 

m3/a of water more than the pre-existing lawful use. 

• The increased storage size of the Dam 1 and Dam 2 catchment by 32 000 m3 will cause a 

0.11% (additional) reduction in flow to the Three Lakes area. 

 

The negative impact on the fresh water supply to the lakes as a direct result of the increased dam 

size is thus considered to be negligible.

Please explain 

The dam itself does not benefit the local community; however, agricultural practices on the farm 

benefit the local community by offering employment for the locals; as well as contributions to the 

food production sector. 

 

Please explain 

As per the Dam Safety Report compiled by Gorra Water, August 2020; the following indicates the 

applicant’s need to enlarge Dam 1: “ Interviews with the director Mr. Willie Turvey of Turvey Broers 

(Pty) Ltd and Mr. Alfred Du Toit the contractor, confirmed the substantial leaking of the demolished 

smaller upstream dam and therefore the required enlargement of the Avontuur Dam No 1.” 
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• Development must be socially, environmentally, and economically sustainable.  

 

The proposed activities are considered socially, environmentally, and economically sustainable 

provided all mitigation measures are implemented.  

 

• Consideration for ecosystem disturbance and loss of biodiversity.  

 

The expansion of the dam and removal of Alien Invasive vegetation has resulted in the loss of 

indigenous vegetation. No intact Garden Route Granite Fynbos was found to occur within the study 

area, and it is unknown whether any remnants survived there following historical transformation for 

agriculture. 

 

• Pollution and environmental degradation.  

 

The potential environmental degradation has been considered and mitigation measures proposed.  

 

• Landscape disturbance.  

 

The proposed activity of planting Macadamia trees is considered in line with the current character of 

the area. However, the clearance of vegetation, expansion of a dam and altering the bed and 

banks of a river have caused extensive damage to the landscape. Rehabilitation is required.  

 

• Avoidance, minimisation and remedying of environmental impacts. 

 

The potential environmental degradation has been considered and mitigation measures proposed.

As per the Freshwater Impact Assessment compiled by Everwater, February 2018 - Please note that 

“Dam 2” referred to in this specialist report is named as “Dam 1” in this EIR and other specialists 

reports: 

 

In order to get a good representation of the present ecological state of the affected stream, a 

formal River Habitat Integrity (IHI), Present ecological state, Wetland Habitat Integrity (PES), EIS 

(Ecostatus level III), Wetland function and REC assessment together with a wetland delineation were 

conducted. 

 

River Assessment: 

 

From both the IHI and PES assessment, both the riparian and instream integrity of the freshwater 

system at the confluence was found to be in a seriously to critically modified state, improving further 

downstream towards the Bo-Langvlei to Largely Natural/Moderately modified state. The degraded 

state at the study site can be attributed to both upstream impacts as well as that caused by the 

unlawful activities. Upstream from the dam several instream dams occur within the stream channel, 

abstracting a significant amount of the flow that would naturally exist in the stream together with 

farm lands adjacent to the stream often encroaching onto the little riparian area still left. At the study 

site, unlawful activity has led to the complete modification of the streams, where most vegetation 

has been removed, the stream channels and banks modified and wet areas filled in at places. The 

enlargement of Dam 2 and redirection of overflow towards Dam 3, has also lead to no release down 

drainage line A and thus a cessation of this stream towards the confluence. 

 

The Ecological Importance and Sensitivity for this freshwater system in its current state was found to 

be Low. (differing greatly from the larger quaternary catchment, K30D which is very high). This stream 

in its unmodified state were most probably relatively sensitive to flow modifications and had only a 

small capacity for use, although in its current state poses a 

much lower EIS.  

 

Regarding EWR, taking into account the small catchment area of the enlarged dam, the impact of 

abstraction on the larger quaternary catchment area would be negligible. In terms of aquatic 

ecosystems downstream of the dam, a complete loss of water in the smaller system would lead to 

the loss of aquatic and riparian vegetation around the confluence of the streams. Dam 1 and Dam 3 

both have leaking dam walls which at present feed into two of the three streams. With the wetland 

areas present in the previous channel of Drainage line 2, it would be proposed that Dam 2 spillway 

be redirected to flow down drainage line 2 when overflowing and some sort of release is 

incorporated into the dam operation rules. Comment can only be made on the EWR as soon as the 

real capacity of the dam is known. 

 

Wetland Assessment: 

 

As mentioned, several small channelled valley bottom wetland areas were found along the 

confluence of the three streams, being fed largely by groundwater inflow as well as overland flow. 

From the Wetland IHI assessment, the present ecological state of the larger wetland area was found 

to be in a Seriously modified state, where a large loss of natural habitat, biota and basic ecosystem 

functions has occurred. The main impact on this section of the wetland, is the major loss of natural 

vegetation due to the excavation and infilling of some parts together with the construction of the 

http://www.capegateway.gov.za/eadp
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new dam wall, reducing all water supply down the stream channel. 

 

The EIS score for the wetland unit on site was found to be Low, and could largely be attributed to the 

fact that this wetland area has been significantly transformed. In its natural, pristine state, it would 

have probably have scored a Moderate to high EIS score. 

 

The key services provided by the wetland area includes limited maintenance of biodiversity, carbon 

storage, phosphate trapping and streamflow regulation. 

 

According to the Buffer Zone Tool for the Determination of Aquatic Impact Buffers a 30m buffer area 

is proposed for all freshwater features found on site. 

 

The REC deemed appropriate for the watercourse/wetland features is a C. 

 

The greatest impact caused by the unlawful activity, is that of loss of habitat and biodiversity, with 

some flow modification and some erosion and sedimentation issues. Recommendations made in 

order to mitigate these impacts include the following: 

 

• The whole freshwater system falling within the study area (unnamed stream, drainage lines 

and wetland areas), are to be properly rehabilitated and re-vegetated with appropriate 

vegetation. This is to be done according to a formal rehabilitation plan as prepared by 

botanical or freshwater specialist. 

• A guided alien vegetation removal plan should be followed for removal of the remaining 

alien vegetation on site. 

• The dam capacity of Dam 2 should be calculated in order to determine an EWR (if required) 

which should then be addressed on a practical level. It might be sufficient that the spillway 

be redirected into Drainage line A. 

• All future agricultural practices should be kept outside of the 30m buffer area, and if the dam 

walls of Dam 1 and 3 are to be repaired in future, an EWR should be determined for these as 

well. 

• It is proposed that a River Maintenance and Management Plan be followed for any future 

work in this area. 
 

As per the Biodiversity Impact Assessment compiled by Cape Vegetation Surveys, March 2019: 

 

Environmental Risks 

 

Encroachment into wetlands / watercourse area: 

 

The activity has encroached into forest and riparian habitat and flat bench or channelled valley 

bottom wetlands. It is advised that adequate setbacks (between 30 and 60 metres) are 

implemented to prevent erosion and increased stormwater velocity. The removal of all vegetation 

within the watercourse area is concerning as this may increase the velocity of water flow and cause 

erosion and further incise the valley bottom lands downstream and increase the potential for 

flooding. the realignment of the watercourse in two places will change the flow velocity and it is 

recommended that the riverbanks be rehabilitated with vegetative cover. When felling trees the 

debris piles should be placed away from watercourses and used for mulch and slope stabilization. 

 

Increased wildfire and erosion risk with Invasive Alien Species: 

 

The current infestation of Black Wattle (Acacia mearnsii), Blackwood (Acacia melanoxylon) and to a 

lesser extent Eucalyptus cladocalyx remaining within the study area and adjacent forested 

watercourse areas is a high risk in terms of increasing the potential for a wildfire at the property. The 

high biomass levels can damage the soil structure and fuel load and debris act as “fire ladders” 

which penetrate into forest. In addition Black Wattle on steep slopes tend to destabilize the ground 

layer often falling over and damaging slopes and river banks. This increases the risk of erosion of 

watercourses and facilitates headcuts of streams or rivers due to shading / destroying of indigenous 

flora and collapsing of banks. Whereas the cultivated area at the property presents a low fire risk. 

 

The remaining infested area needs to be cleared of Invasive Alien Species. It is recommended that 

clear-felling be conducted without the use of heavy machinery with plant biomass and debris 
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stacked into heaps for either chipping and mulching or burning. 

 

Conservation and Rehabilitation 

 

The watercourse area could be rehabilitated either passively (allow to further rest) and / or actively 

(intervene by sowing wild collected local seed and replanting). Rehabilitation is a positive impact for 

conservation of biodiversity and associated ecosystem services provided by it. 

 

The uncleared remaining pockets of mature indigenous trees within the watercourse afford refuge 

for raptors and are a plant propagule source for natural succession into the area and worthy of 

conservation for biodiversity. Planting indigenous trees and shrubs along the realigned riverbank will 

ameliorate loss of habitat for wildlife and assist with bank stabilization. 

 

Restoration and reducing impacts on ecological processes and structural functioning is key for 

biodiversity and ecosystem services provided by indigenous vegetation and watercourses, and also 

allowing for movement of fauna and avifauna. 

 

It is recommended that no further cultivation occur within the ecological setback area as 

recommended by the aquatic report; and as a minimum at least 32 metres from the riverbank.

It is proposed to cultivate most of the level plateau terrain with adequate setbacks from 

watercourses and abutting slopes. A trade off for use of the land for agriculture will be to conserve 

the remainder of the riparian and forest habitat, and rehabilitate areas to near-natural and plant 

select species, with a phased removal of spreading and existing invasive alien plant species from the 

property. 

 

A biodynamic approach could be done within the orchards by planting either exotic or indigenous 

cover crops like nitrogen-fixing plants or annual grasses and herbs within the ridged plant beds. 

 

The No-Go Alternative 

 

Should no development of cultivation occur at the property; and if the land at the study area is left 

unmanaged the cleared areas and realigned riverbanks would become further infested with 

Invasive Alien Species and further compromise ecological and hydrological functioning. An 

unchecked infestation of Invasive Alien Species may increase fire risk; or increase the potential for 

erosion of riverbanks. 

 

Mitigation and Recommendations for management 

 

Rehabilitate the valley bottom wetland and watercourse habitat and minimize impacts on 

ecological processes and ecological infrastructure functioning by an adequate ecological setback. 

Allow for natural flows and prevent erosion. Manage the wetland areas for conservation and 

mitigation of runoff and natural filtration. 

 

Prevent the spread of invasive alien plant species from entering or dispersing downstream from set 

aside natural areas. 

 

Install contour berms where erosion has occurred to ensure that no new erosion pathways are 

formed, and inspect for new arrivals of Black Wattle or other Invasive Alien Species. 

 

Ensure drainage and runoff is managed to prevent erosion and soil loss, with natural instream 

vegetation retained within watercourses. 

 

Utilize remaining stack piles and debris along contours for mitigation against erosion and soil loss by 

wind and water. 

 

Install a culvert over the watercourse at the new access track.

Site details -  

 

The dam inundates approximately 1.7ha to store 75 064m3 with an approximate embankment 

volume of 19 082m³ resulting in a 1:3.93 wall-to-storage ratio. 

 

The main affected area during a dam break scenario, is the dam safety risk to AD2, the Toorbos River 

and Rondevlei village. This is countered by a dam safety assessment and compliance ito the 

requirements of the internationally accepted South African National Commission on Large Dams 

(SANCOLD) standards. 

 

Hydrology of the Spillway –  

 

At this stage of the process the Avontuur Dam 1/ AD1 is assumed (NOT BY THE DAM SAFETY OFFICE) to 

be a Small sized dam with a Significant hazard potential, as a Category II dam. The criteria outlined 

in the 1991 SANCOLD guidelines [25] on dam safety evaluation and the Groundwater Complete 

report4 were adopted for review purpose of this assumption. The highest value of the RM 100 year 

flood event of 6mm3/s (see the Rational Method result in Table 3 of the Groundwater Complete 

Report) can be routed through the spillway without overtopping and received by AD2 adjacent to 

AD1. 

 

The Design Flood, the Safety Evaluation Flood and Extreme Flooding conditions were considered and 

found to be safely accommodated the existing spillway crest and available freeboard.  

 

• Dam site and basin –  

 

Left Flank 

Weathered products and soils of the Cape Granite suit is exposed originally covered with a thin 

overburden of soils. The exposed left flank slope to be stable over the 4 years since AD1 was 

enlarged. 

 

Central Section 

The central section was the primary source of embankment material and permeability of this 

exposed inundated surface resulted in minor and insignificant seepage typical of an earth 

embankment of this size and water depth. 

 

Right Flank 

Again, weathered products and soils of the Cape Granite suit is exposed originally covered with a 

thin overburden of soils.The exposed left flank slope has proofed to be stable over the 4 years since 

AD1 was enlarged. 

 

Dam Basin 

It is unlikely that major slope failures may occur within this area (keeping the adjacent Kaaimans 

Group in mind which did fail near Kaaimans Rail Bridge), although localised small-scale slope failures 

of unconsolidated material are possible during saturation of the slopes. No economic deposits occur 

within the dam basin. The possibility of fractures leading to major dam water loss through seepage 

has proven not to exist during the 4 years service period of the AD1. 

 

Engineering Assessment 

 

The geological assessment is satisfied that the AD1 site is geologically suited to a zoned embankment 

dam with a central clay core, and geomorphically, the side channel spillway was appropriately 

constructed. The rock permeabilities are generally very low and the majority of the rock mass can be 

considered to be nearly impervious. The spillway draining to the adjacent AD2 non dam safety dam, 

proved to be adequately serviced by the local geology under smaller and more extreme flooding. 

 

Excavation Depths 

 

Excavation depths for the AD1 embankment dam range from 1.5m on the left flank, to 3m in the 

central section, and to 1 m on the right flank. No outlet pipe was installed and should it be directed 

after Classification, the founding material would demand a concreted encased unit. 
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Spillway –  

 

Design Approach 

 

The spillway is sized with the objective to discharge excess inflow in a controlled manner, safely and 

effectively without endangering the AD1 dam itself or downstream AD2 Dam, 

inhabitants/pedestrians or vehicular traffic on road R622. 

 

 

 

Spillway Selection 

 

The spillway selection and constructed was based on operational management of valuable 

irrigation water efficiency and costs. The following options were considered: 

 

i. Conventional mass concrete spillway with the length of spillway 176,6m - rejected. 

ii. A concrete “morning glory” type spillway - rejected. 

iii. A 17660 meter uncontrolled earth side channel spillway - implemented. 

An uncontrolled earth side channel spillway was selected and constructed, since it: 

i. Satisfied the operational criteria ; 

ii. Is more economical than the central trough option and the morning glory type. 

 

This existing spillway’s backwater impact was found to be insignificant and acceptable. 

 

Energy Dissipation 

 

The proposed means of energy dissipation were considered with the methods in Kroon [18] and 

Novak [20] as guideline. As the spillway is an earth structure, the energy dissipation along the 

spillway was also taken into consideration. The results were that the following three options were 

considered: 

 

i. The existing side spill uncontrolled earth spillway with no dissipating structure discharging into the 

smaller dam – accepted and constructed 

 

ii. The United States Bureau of Reclamation USBR) Type 3 Stilling Basin - rejected; 

iii. A Hydraulic Jump - rejected 

iv. A Ski-jump option - rejected. 

 

The existing side spill uncontrolled earth spillway discharging into the smaller dam proved to be the 

most favourable option. This earth structure is a varying 8m wide and with a freeboard at inlet of 

1.34m high. This was tested against the basis of the 6.0m3/s design flood, and the corresponding tail-

water depth of 0.20m.  

 

It is recommended that the possible erosion due to energy dissipation where discharging into the 

AD2 Dam be monitored. 

 

RIVER OUTLET 

 

No under embankment pipeline is available as an outlet works. The outlet is a floating unit 

serving irrigation requirements. The discharge rating curve for the e l e c t r i c a l p ump i s 

available. This floating unit pump is partly able to empty the Avontuur Dam No 1 in the case 

where an emergency rapid drawdown is required.

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS – 

 

The layout option was considered for the FSL of 207,66 mamsl. The conclusion is reached that 

based on structural integrity, hydrological capacity in terms of floods that the AD1 can comply 

with a conservative Dam Safety Classification of Medium Sized Category 2 dam – obviously 
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with the Authorisation and final Classification of the Dam Safety Office.

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1. The Department of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries (DAFF) 

 

• DAFF recommend that the disturbed/ cleared areas, along the watercourse, be rehabilitated 

with indigenous/ endemic forest tree species. That the areas along the watercourse with 

indigenous forest patches be kept intact. – This has been included as a condition of 

rehabilitation/mitigation in this EIR and the appended EMPr. The MMPs compiled by Everwater 

have addressed rehabilitation works in detail.

4. Wilderness and Lakes Environmental Action Forum (WALEAF) 

 

• Restore all the vegetation that was removed with endemic vegetation with a setback of not 

less than 60 metres, or where the vegetation used to be before it was cleared, whichever is 

the greater. - The Freshwater specialist has recommended a setback of 30 metres and has 

provided rehabilitation and maintenance management plans to restore the sensitive area.  

• Remove the dams that were illegally constructed without permission. - Please note that the 

dams occurring on Portion 17 and 19/166 already existed for the past 17+ years (Google Earth 

imagery). Dam 2 (referred to as Dam 1 in this report) was unlawfully enlarged. 

• All the dams should have release mechanisms which should be opened on a daily basis to 

ensure that the water can flow continuously downstream. This will contribute to restoring the 

“sense of place” to what it used to be, and allow the otters and fish to return to the stream. – 

Agreed. This has been provided as a design/operational alternative.  

• Put measures in place to ensure that in future the water flowing into the Langvleispruit is not 

polluted (refer to BGCMA water analysis reports). - The pollution of water on the property and 

downstream of the property could very well have been due to the previous owner burying 

cattle within the river. The current owner (the applicant) had removed the carcasses and 

straightened the river to remove the terrible smell and potential pollution due to the decaying 

carcasses. The unlawful excavation and straightening of the watercourse forms part of this EIR. 

 

5.  Fabian von Hase (Neighbour)  

 

• Degradation of water quality of river flowing into Ramsar site and past our farm. Loss of health 

and beauty of river system that was planned to be used commercially for a small tourism 

operation on our farm. Pollution of the environment, loss of critical indigenous habitat. Ignoring 

of environmental and other laws as well as the well-being of downstream stakeholders. Loss of 

emotional and psychological upliftment through pristine/intact environment. – Thank you for 

your comments. The Environmental Impact Report, recommendations from specialists’, and 

rehabilitation and maintenance management plans have addressed the points that you have 

made.  
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• The least that could be done in my opinion is to restore a riparian buffer zone of at least 30 

metres to each side with indigenous vegetation and shaped to minimise erosion risk. Also, to 

install a mechanism on the new dam that will allow constant flow of the river with a volume 

that will guarantee optimal functioning of the riverine ecosystem. This system should be able 

to allow surges to come through when heavy trains are received. In an ideal world, I would 

like to see the complete removal of the dam and reinstating a more undulating river shape 

(where it has been narrowed and effectively channeled). – the EIR has included these 

recommendations.

1. The Department of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries (now the Department of Environmental Affairs, 

Forestry and Fisheries) 

 

• Section 15 of the National Forest Act (NFA) (Act no. 84 of 1998) as amended prohibits the 

cutting, disturbing, damaging or destroying of protected tree species without a license. 

Section 7 of the NFA, provides for the prohibition of the destruction of indigenous trees in any 

natural forest without a license.  

• DAFF recommend that the disturbed/ cleared areas, along the watercourse, be rehabilitated 

with indigenous/ endemic forest tree species. That the areas along the watercourse with 

indigenous forest patches be kept intact. 

 

2. The Department of Environmental Affairs and Development Planning 

 

• The Freshwater Assessment (Weltand IHI Assessment) refers to serious modification of the larger 

wetland area, where large loss of natural habitat, biota and basic ecosystem functions has 

occurred, due to major loss of natural vegetation as a result of excavation and infilling. As 

such, the recommendations made to mitigate these impacts are supported. 

• Rehabilitation of the riparian zone is also essential and the proposed measures (re-planting of 

various types of indigenous trees on either side of the watercourse) recommended in the 

Impact Report is strongly supported. Alien invasive management should be done in 

conjunction with rehabilitation of the riparian zone, as recommended in the aforementioned 

report.  

• The establishment of appropriate buffers (30m) is also key to ensure that the freshwater 

features are rehabilitated as close as possible to their natural state. 

 

3. Breede Gouritz Catchment Management Agency 

 

• The whole freshwater system (including the unnamed streams and drainage lines), are to be 

properly rehabilitated and re-vegetated with appropriate vegetation. This is to be done 

according to a formal rehabilitation plan as prepared by EverWater Freshwater Consulting 

Services. 

• All relevant sections and regulations of the National Water Act (Act 36 of 1998) regarding 

water use must be adhered to.  

• No pollution of groundwater or surface water may occur due to any activity.  

• No permanent structures may be constructed within a 1:100 floodline or within 100 metres 

from a watercourse (seasonal or permanent river or stream etc), whichever is furthest without 

firstly obtaining authorization in terms of section 21 (c) and (i) of the National Water Act (Act 

36 of 1998).  

• All future agricultural practices should be kept outside of the 30m buffer area. 

• A river Maintenance and Management Plan should be followed for any future work in this 

area.
